Each course, both theory and practical (including project work & viva voce Examinations) shall be evaluated
for a maximum of 100 marks.
For all theory and practical courses including project work, the continuouse internal assessment are carry out
for 20 marks while the End-Semester University examinations marks for 100 marks has been converted 80
marks. The University examination for project work shall consist of evaluation of the final report submitted
by the student or students of the project group (of not exceeding 4 students) by an external examiner and an
internal examiner, followed by a viva-voce examination conducted separately for each student by a committee
consisting of the external examiner, the supervisor of the project group and an internal examiner.
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Evaluation:

A candidate can apply for revaluation / photocopy of his/her semester examination answer paper in a theory
course, within 2 weeks from the declaration of results, on payment of a prescribed fee through proper
application to the Controller of Examination. A candidate can apply for revaluation of answer scripts for not
exceeding 5 subjects at a time.

Candidates not satisfied with revaluation can apply for review of his/her examination answer paper in a theory
course within the prescribed date on payment of a prescribed fee through proper application to Controller of
Examination. Candidates applying for Photocopy-cum-Revaluation only are eligible to apply for review.

The subject expert in availed in the Institution shall assist the student’s in the review process. On the basis of
the expert recommendations, the candidate can able to go for “challenge round” by paying Rs.3000 per paper.
